• Submit a copy of your most recent transcript, showing courses attempted and 
grades earned, with GPA (or equivalent) highlighted. 

• On a separate sheet, describe how you are active in your parish.  This may be no 
longer than one page. 

• Submit an essay of no more than two typed, double-spaced pages showing your 
interest in and commitment to any or all of the following:  

o Agriculture, the environment, and/or care for the planet; 
o Outdoor recreation; and/or
